Guidelines for site selection of waste management centers 2017

1. INTRODUCTION

This guideline, prepared by the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) of Maldives is intended to
set the minimum environmental criteria for the site
selection process to establish waste management

centers in the inhabited islands of Maldives.

2. OBJECTIVE

The objective is to provide guidance in selecting an

environmentally suitable site for the waste
management centers and to minimize and mitigate
potential environmental and social impacts from the
activities that shall be carried out in the waste

management center.

3. GUIDELINES

A. Accessibility to the proposed site
Access route to the proposed site shall be designed

by considering the following factors.

1. If anew road is required, select a location
which has less palms and trees.

2. Select an existing road instead of selecting a
new road where possible.

3. The road should be accessible to heavy

vehicles.
